Course Overview:   This hands-on course covers general summer practices for production of quality wine grapes in the north coast.  Topics include pest and disease monitoring and management, crop load assessment and adjustment, canopy management and assessment, vine training, and vine water status monitoring. Safety training and the documentation required at the County, State and Federal levels will also be addressed.  The purpose is to provide a foundation for sound viticultural planning and decision-making critical during the time of year spanning this semester.
Course Objectives:
Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be able to recognize, discuss and perform standard vineyard practices that must take place during the summer.  The student will perform and explain vine training.  The student will be able to categorize and discuss criteria necessary for vineyard development planning. The student will be able to explain several methods of water status monitoring and their relationship to irrigation management. The student will be able to identify and discuss control strategies for vineyard pests and diseases. The student will have knowledge of all required safety training and record keeping for a Sonoma County vineyard.
