What use could we put Mill’s Method to see if Brooks thesis stands up?  The thesis: The advantage for the home team is due to the umpires not wanting to be booed, so they will favor the home team especially when there is a close call.

To take the first chart and modify so the call goes against the home team and the away team, there should be fewer calls in the a columns than in the b columns

For a second test, substitute the Athletics for the Dodgers in the first game, move the Dodger down a row an substitute the Angles for Seattle.  In each of these cases we assume there are close to the same number of fans for each team since these are some market teams from each league.  Here we would expect the numbers in each of the cases to be equal.

The first case looks to be in favor of the thesis.  The umpire made an incorrect call to avoid being booed. The second case tends to count against the thesis.  He make a correct call in spite of the booing.  

Next consider the case of inter league play described above, where the number of fans for each team is nearly the same.  Assume there will be one level of booing no matter whether the decision is for or against.  If the thesis is correct there will always be booing by one or the other set of fans.  For the thesis to hold there would be a significant number of reversed decisions compared to the above table for non inter league play.  
My guess is when and if these studies are conducted, the thesis will not pass the relevento meter.
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
