At least five references are required, and all references must be cited and internally referenced within the paper.  The paper should not cover more than one region.  Dr. Sea will grade the Wine 1 papers, and Dr. Padgett will grade the Vit 1 papers.

SRJC Writing Center: The writing center will spend about twenty minutes with you, giving you suggestions on your paper. Please plan ahead to visit the writing center. Alternately you can submit your paper online via the “Net Tutor” link in your Cubby.

A hard copy of your final term paper is required (to Dr. Sea) on December 10th, plus the file must be uploaded to turnitin.com for acceptance. 11.  Become familiar with the basic anatomy, morphology and physiology of the grapevine.
12. Understand and describe the grape growth cycle.
