Course Overview: This course covers the general fall practices for production of quality wine grapes in the north coast.  Topics include crop projection, grape maturity tracking and assessment, harvesting and harvest coordination, soil and vine water status monitoring, cultivar and rootstock identification, post-harvest practices and pruning grapevines.  The purpose is to provide a foundation for sound viticultural decision-making critical at this time of year.  Bud fruitfulness determinations will be done.  Fall pest and disease monitoring and control methods will be covered, as well as safety training and documentation required at the County, State and Federal levels. 

Course Objectives:
Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be able to recognize, discuss and perform standard vineyard practices that take place during the fall.  The student will be able to determine the optimum time to harvest different cultivars and discuss coordination of all the factors that contribute to a successful harvest. The student will be able to explain and perform spur and cane pruning.  The student will have knowledge of all required safety training and record keeping for a Sonoma County vineyard.

3. Identify and explain the criteria used to determine optimum time to harvest wine grapes.

6. Assess sugar/acid ratios based on vineyard sampling.
7. Describe techniques for grape maturity sampling.
8. Identify disease symptoms common in the fall vineyard.
9. Compare and contrast the various types and applications for erosion control methods.
10. Evaluate the elements of a vineyard development plan.
11. Identify appropriate vineyard practices for each stage of the growth cycle.
12. Compare and contrast sustainable and organic agricultural practices in the vineyard.
