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1. A baby born of a mother who used heroin during pregnancy is likely to be addicted to heroin.
1. Avoidant attachment is very likely to be the result of neglectful, even abusive treatment of an infant and young child.
1. All of the senses are functioning in the newborn baby.
1. Authoritarian parents believe the parent knows best.
1. A child who is securely attached is likely to develop trust during Erikson’s first stage of development.
