Course Overview: This course addresses the responsibilities and issues that concern a vineyard manager.  Topics include cost analysis and budgeting of all vineyard operations, identification and collection of specific vineyard data necessary for making timely management decisions, promoting teamwork among vineyard personnel, compliance with regulatory agencies, GPS/GIS technologies, vineyard data management software programs, grape contracts, and cooperating with wineries, grower representatives, consultants and vendors. 

Course Objectives:
Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be able to set up a business plan and annual budget for a vineyard.  The student will be able to identify what and where the resources are necessary for efficient operations.  The student will be able to discuss how various vineyard data will impact management decisions, and where to find pertinent information.  The student will be able to describe proper hiring, training and supervisory practices.  The student will be able to identify and discuss all regulatory agencies with jurisdiction over vineyard development and maintenance, including the record keeping and documentation required by each agency.  The student will be able to explain the current technologies and data management software programs that aid vineyard decision-making.  The student will be able to discuss grape contracts and the dynamics of winegrape/wine economics.

The term project is a written annual business plan/budget for a vineyard, and each student will present their plans to the class as the Final Exam.  There will be a 10% deduction per day for assignments turned in late.

Step 3: When all forms are completed and returned to DRD, our office will contact you. Eligible students will be assigned a Disability 
Specialist and scheduled for a one-hour intake appointment. Although it is best to meet in person, phone appointments may be scheduled.
